Minutes of 10/1/08 for the Columbia River Piecemakers Quilt Guild  
 

The Guild met at the Columbia City Community Hall.  33 people signed in.  We had three guests.  
 

Dianne Ebert, President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
 

Bobbie Shaeffer gave an apron presentation, explaining the history of aprons, and showing us her 

apron collection, mostly dating from the 1930õs and 1940õs.  Several members also showed aprons 

that they owned.  
 

Door prizes were won by Kathie Harris, June Dodson, and Kathy Custer.  
 

The winner of the GLOW raffle quilt was Carol Huggins.  The ticket was sold by Mary Ann 

Emerson, who will receive a $25 gift certificate the Fibers and Stitches.  The GLOW quilt raised

Everyone needs to check the roster to make sure their name and address are correct.  
 

The Mystery Quilt cutting instructions and first stage of piecing were handed out.  You will need 

light, medium, and dark fabrics.  The border can be a special large print and the center block can 

then use the special print.  Use a 3 įó strip.  The mystery quilt will be distributed in six steps.  You 

should be done by 9/09 (but I bet I wonõt be!) 
 

The raffle prize donated by Kathy Miners at Fibers and Stitches was the book òA is for Apronó.  

Judy DeMeire won the raffle, which raised $21.  
 

For the Block of the Month, June cut the background pieces for the block.  There is a mistake in 

the instructions.  Where it says òsub cut into 2 İ inch stripsó it should say òsub cut into 2 į inch 

stripsó.  Ignore the horizontal line on the block pattern at the center.  Donõt fold the fabric to cut 

the pieces, or some will be backwards.  Use oranges and golds ð harvest colors.  
 

The Challenge Quilt instructions and fabric were handed out, $3 for the fat quarter and 

instructions.  Edna has some log cabin books to help with settings.
